AN ACT

To repeal sections 301.050 and 301.090, RSMo, and to enact in lieu thereof three new sections
relating to motor vehicle registration.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the state of Missouri, as follows:

Section A. Sections 301.050 and 301.090, RSMo, are repealed and three new sections
enacted in lieu thereof, to be known as sections 301.050, 301.090, and 301.091, to read as
follows:

301.050. All registration fees shall be payable to the director of revenue and shall
accompany the application for registration. Beginning January 1, 2003, in addition to all
other applicable registration fees, a fee of fifty cents shall be collected for each motor
vehicleregistration for deposit into the Missouri Highway Safety Fund. A penalty fee of
fivedollarsshall be paid on al delinquent registrations. Any motor vehicle on whichthe annual
registration feefalls due prior to September 1, 1984, and which is delinquent shall thereafter be
registered by the department of revenueto renew that annual registration at thefeein effect when
the annual registration was due plus the penalty provided in this section.

301.090. Except as provided in section 301.050, all feesfor the registration of motor
vehicles, trailers, certificates of title and motorcycles provided for herein shall be collected by
the director of revenue and deposited with the state treasurer to the credit of the state highway
department fund.

301.091. 1. Thereishereby created in the state treasury the " Missouri Highway
Safety Fund" , which shall consist of money collected pur suant to section 301.050. Thefund
shall be administered by the department of revenue. Upon appropriation, money in the
fund shall be used solely for the administration of subsection 2 of this section. The fund
shall be subject totheprovisionsof section 33.080, RSMo. Thestatetreasurer shall invest
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moneysin thefund in the samemanner asother fundsareinvested. Interest and moneys
earned on such investments shall be credited to the fund.

2. Any tow truck servicethat isrequested by alaw enforcement agency to remove
an abandoned vehicle from a roadway within this state shall, upon application to the
director of the department of revenue, be paid a fee of one hundred dollars from the
Missouri highway safety fund.
