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AN ACT

To amend chapter 565, RSMo, by adding thereto one new section relating to the crime of
tampering with pharmaceuticals, with a penalty provision.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the state of Missouri, as follows:

Section A. Chapter 565, RSMo, is amended by adding thereto one new section, to be
known as section 565.350, to read as follows:

565.350. 1. A person commitsthecrimeof tamperingwith phar maceuticalsif such
person purposely:

(1) Changes the chemical formula or dilutes a pharmaceutical from the
concentration prescribed without the knowledge and consent of the individual who
prescribed such phar maceutical, and dispenses such phar maceutical with the knowledge
that the change in chemical formulation or dilution may impair the effectiveness of the
phar maceutical;

(2) Misrepresents a changed chemical formula or diluted phar maceutical as an
unchanged or undiluted pharmaceutical with the purpose of misleading the recipient or
person administering such pharmaceutical;

(3) Sellspharmaceuticals provided to physicians as samples;

(4) Sellsany misbranded pharmaceutical; or

(5) Selspharmaceuticals over the Internet without a prescription.

2. Tampering with pharmaceuticals is a class B felony, unless death or serious
physical injury occursasaresult of such tampering, in which casethe offenseisaclassA
felony.
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3. Any violation of this section shall also be an unfair merchandising practice
pursuant to section 407.020, RSMo.

4. Any person who violates this section shall be reported to the appropriate
licensing board and shall havehisor her professional licenseimmediately revoked if such
violationsinvolvethechangeof chemical formulaor dilution of phar maceuticals, improper
substitution of pharmaceuticals, sale of misbranded pharmaceuticals, or the sale of
phar maceuticals provided to physicians as samples.
