AN ACT

To repeal section 393.160, RSMo, and to enact in lieu thereof one new section relating to utility
metering.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the state of Missouri, as follows:

Section A. Section 393.160, RSMo, is repealed and one new section enacted in lieu
thereof, to be known as section 393.160, to read as follows:

393.160. 1. The commission may appoint inspectors of gas and water meters, whose
duty it shall be, when required by the commission upon the commission'sown initiative or upon
reguest of a corporation or person furnishing, setting, or putting in use any gas or water meter,
to inspect, examine, prove and ascertain the accuracy of any gas and water meters used or
intended to be used for measuring or ascertaining the quantity of gasfor light, heat or power, or
the quantity of water, furnished by any person or corporation to or for the use of any person or
persons.

2. No corporation or person shall furnish, set or put in use any gas or water meter which
shall not have been inspected in accordance with rules promulgated by the commission.

3. The commission may appoint inspectors of electric meters, whose duty it shall be,
when required by the commission upon the commission’'s own initiative or upon request of a
corporation or person furnishing, setting, or putting in use any e ectric meter, to inspect, examine
and ascertain the accuracy of any and all electric meters used or intended to be used for
measuring and ascertaining the quantity of electric current used for light, heat or power by any
person or corporation to or for the use of any person or corporation, and to inspect, examine and
ascertain the accuracy of all apparatus for testing and proving the accuracy of electric meters.
No corporation or person shall furnish, set or put in use any electric meter the type of which shall
not have been approved by the commission.
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4. Every gascorporation, electrical corporationor water corporation shall provide, repair
and maintain such suitable premises and apparatus and facilities as may be required and
approved by the commission for testing and proving the accuracy of gas, water and electric
meters furnished for use by it, and by which apparatus every meter may be tested.

5. If any consumer to whom ameter has been furnished shall request the commissionin
writing to inspect such meter, the commission shall have the same inspected and tested; if the
same upon being so tested shall be found to be more than four percent if an electric meter, more
than two percent if agas meter, or morethan five percent if awater meter, defective or incorrect
to the prejudice of the consumer, the expense of such inspection and test shall be borne by the
corporation; if the same on being so tested shall be found to be correct within the limits of error
prescribed by the provisions of this subsection, the expense of such inspection and test shall be
borne by the consumer.

6. The commission may prescribe such rules and regulations to carry into effect the
provisions of this section asit may deem necessary, and shall fix uniform reasonabl e chargesfor
the inspection and testing of meters upon complaint.

7. A water cor poration shall have no duty to provideawater meter for adomestic
water supply servicethat isdesigned or rated by the manufacturer for fireflows such as
those that may be anticipated with fire sprinklersat the premises unless:

(1) A meter designed or rated for fireflowsis specifically requested in writing by
the owner or customer;

(2) All piping, meter boxes, and valves designed to accommodate both proper
metering of domestic supply and unobstructed fire flows is made available by the
customer; and

(3) Proper chargesarepaid by thecustomer for installation, maintenance, and use
of the meter or metersthat are designed to facilitate metering of domestic supply at the
required degree of accuracy and that are designed or rated for fire flows, which charges
shall be pursuant to tariffsfiled with the commission.
