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This bill is a conprehensive package relating to transportation
and school building infrastructure. The bill al so extensively
revises the school building | ease purchase programthat is funded
by the School Building Revol ving Fund, which currently receives
its noneys fromtransfers of asset forfeitures pursuant to the
County School Fund. The bill elimnates |ease purchases and
creates a matching grant program wth separate qualifications
for new construction versus renovation of buildings; changes the
nanme of the fund to the School Building Property Tax Relief Fund;
and supplies funding by directing the proceeds of a one-quarter-

cent sales tax into the fund.

Anmong its major provisions, the bill

(1) Increases the state notor fuel tax from17 to 20 cents per



gal | on;

(2) Increases the state sales and use tax on tangi bl e personal
property, including the purchase and | ease of notor vehicles,

trailers, boats, and outboard notors, from4%to 4. 75%

(3) Renoves the sunset and the cap on the sales and use tax upon

aviation jet fuel;

(4) Creates a State H ghway Patrol Fund, Departnent of Revenue
Fund, and Modtor Carrier and Railroad Safety Fund and sets a cap
on the anmpbunt of sales tax noney that nmay be deposited into the

funds;

(5 Redirects the current one-half of the proceeds fromthe tax
on notor vehicles, trailers, boats, and outboard notors fromthe
CGeneral Revenue Fund to newy created funds, the Public Transit
Fund and the Multinodal Fund. Sixty-five percent of the
redirected revenue will go to the Public Transit Fund to be used
for planning, |ocating, relocating, establishing, acquiring,
constructing, adm nistering, devel opi ng, maintaining, or
operating public transit systens in the state. Twenty percent
will go to the Miultinmodal Fund to be used for non-hi ghway
transportation projects and public transit projects. Fifteen

percent will bo to the State Road Fund;



(6) OCreates a State-Local Cooperation Fund and an Interstate

| mprovenent Fund into which one-third of the increase in sales
and use tax will be deposited. (Two-thirds will go to the
CGeneral Revenue Fund.) O the one-third increase, one-fourth
will go to the State-Local Cooperation Fund to be used to award
grants for locally identified transportation projects and
three-fourths will go to the Interstate |Inprovenent Fund to be
used for principal and interest paynent on bonds, maintenance,
preservation, inprovenent, construction, and reconstruction of

the state’s interstate hi ghway system

(7) Requires the state to maintain up to 58.4 center-line mles
of arterial state highways in the Cty of St. Louis. The
Department of Transportation and the city nust nutually agree on

t he roadways to be maintai ned;

(8) Allows the H ghways and Transportation Conmm ssion to enter
into a design-build highway pilot project within the next 10

years;

(9) Increases registration for conmercial notor vehicles fees by

33%

(10) Requires the Departnent of Natural Resources to certify,

w t hout conditions, any federal C ean Water Act Section 404



nati onw de permt for the construction of highways and bridges

approved by the Departnent of Transportation;

(11) Requires that funds distributed under the bill to public
conveyances or facilities of public transportation be subject to

conpliance with the Anericans with Disabilities Act of 1990; and

(12) Prohibits transportation funds, |less funds required to
cover adm nistrative and nai ntenance costs, from being allocated
until a forrmula based on quantitative factors is established in
cooperation with the departnent, netropolitan planning
organi zati ons, and regional planning comm ssions. All previously
aut hori zed highway funds will also be included in the allocation

f or mul a.

(13) Creates a “Mdtor Carrier and Railroad Safety Fund”. Moneys
inthis fund are to be used purposes to carrying out the duties

of the Division of Motor Carrier and Railroad Safety.

In the portion of the bill concerning school building funds;
(A) Details the elenents of the |ong-range capital i nprovenent
pl an necessary to qualify for a grant and al so permts waiver of

the plan under certain energency circunstances;

(B) Revises the current eligibility criteria to delete assessed



val uati on and bonded i ndebt edness and substitutes a requirenent

that the applicant district not be financially stressed,;

(© Revises the priority for ranking applications to address
hi gh-growt h rates, overcrowdi ng, and need for all-day

ki ndergarten; educational technology and health/safety features
for new construction; and buil ding age and energency situations

for renovations;

(D) Provides a sliding scale for the district’s matching anount

that varies between 50% and 75% based on assessed val uati on;

(E) Provides a per-pupil amount for both new construction and
renovation that varies based on the grade |evel of the building

to be constructed or renovated; and

(F) Addresses issues of liability, building title, and use of

f unds.

Addi tional transportation revenues produced by the bill wll not
be considered part of total state revenue within the neani ng of

Sections 17 and 18 of Article X of the Constitution.



The bill contains 2 referendum clauses. The parts of the bil
which relate to transportation fundi ng and school buil ding
funding are subject to a vote of the people at the general

el ection in Novenber 2002. The transportation fundi ng question
wi |l be subject to renewal at the general election in Novenber

2012 and every 10 years thereafter.
