Now, therefore, be it resolved that we, the members of the Missouri House of
Representatives, Ninety-second General Assembly, join unanimously to applaud the significant number of hours
and considerable amount of energy which have gone into the inception and creation of the "Talk Back Roll Call"
program for first graders at William Southern Elementary School in the Independence School District and to
convey to founder Laurie Hoppe and her many students this legislative body's heartiest congratulations and best
wishes for continued educational success for many more years to come; and
