W her eas, Anthony Barnes remained a Prisoner of War for twenty-seven months and one day until

his release when the armistice was signed to end the conflict and leave the Korean peninsula divided between
Communist north and Democratic south; and

W her eas, now in the care of John Cochran Hospital in St. Louis, Missouri, army veteran Anthony

Barnes lives with his beloved wife in the community of VVan Buren, which will hold a parade on May 3, 2003, in
honor of al men and women who have patriotically served in the various branches and units which make up our
American military forces:

Representatives, Ninety-second General Assembly, join unanimously to salute military veteran Anthony Barnes
and to convey to him thislegidlative body's deepest gratitude for his United States Army service during the
