SPONSOR: Dougherty (Johnson, 61)

COW TTEE ACTION: Voted "do pass by consent” by the Conmttee on
Health Care Policy by a vote of 14 to O.

This substitute revises a provision pertaining to the receipt of
parental or guardian consent for a m nor making an organ
donat i on.

Currently, a parent or guardian’s consent is noted on a mnor's
donor card, application for an instruction permt or driver's

| i cense, or other docunent of gift. The substitute requires that
parental or guardian consent be noted on the m nor’s donor card,
instruction permt, or driver’s license as the attorney-in-fact.

FI SCAL NOTE: Cost avoi dance for Hi ghway Fund of $24,960 in FY
2004, $0 in FY 2005, and $0 in FY 2006.

PROPONENTS: Supporters say that the substitute will create a
nore efficient and effective process for verifying parental or
guardi an consent. This wll provide a cost savings by increasing
state revenues due to the elimnation of conputer re-progranmmi ng
costs associated with the application process for obtaining an
instruction permt or driver’s license for a m nor.

Testifying for the bill were Senator Dougherty; Representative
Johnson (61); Departnent of Revenue; and Departnent of Health and
Seni or Servi ces.
