W her eas, Paul Lester improved the efficiency of his operation by hiring such specialists as grader
operators, equipment operators, and gravel truck drivers; and

W her eas, Paul Lester dso isjustifiably proud of his achievements as afamily man who has long
been married to his beloved Karen and who is the loving father of Johnny, Duane, Matt, and Kay:
