Whereas, Lottie Whittington drove her own vehicle until she reached the age of one hundred, but
her most memorable transportation experiences include the twenty-mile-long motorcycle ride to Jolly Mill and
back that she took at the age of ninety-five and the military flight to Texas in the 1950s she took with two Air
Force pilots she met at the airport when her commercial flight was delayed and she needed to receive cancer
treatments:
