W her €as, 42% of President Bush's District Court nominations have been to fill seats classified as
judicial emergencies; and

W her eas, ami nority of United States Senators have used dilatory tactics to prevent afloor vote in

the United States Senate on six of President Bush's judicial nominees, all of whom were reported favorably by
the Committee on the Judiciary; and

W her eas, each of President Bush'sjudicial nominees reported favorably by the Committee on the

Judiciary enjoys the support of a majority of the United States Senate, asis required by the United States
Constitution:

N ow, ther efor e, be it resolved that the members of the House of Representatives of

the Ninety-second General Assembly, Second Regular Session, the Senate concurring therein, hereby request
the United States Senate to work to allow atimely vote on the floor of the United States Senate on all judicial
nominations; and

Bond.
