SPONSOR: Crawford (Dougherty)

COWM TTEE ACTION:  Voted “do pass by consent” by the Conmttee on
Transportation and Motor Vehicles by a vote of 20 to O.

This substitute establishes regul ations for conpensation
agreenents between franchisors and franchi sees of notorcycles and
all-terrain vehicles.

The substitute requires franchisors to specify in witing the
franchi see’s obligation for preparation, delivery, and warranty
service on its products and provide the franchisee with a
schedul e of conpensation to be paid for parts, work, service, and
the tine allowance for the performance of the work and services.

A franchisor will be prohibited from
(1) Failing to performany warranty obligation;

(2) Failing to provide a witten notice of franchisor recalls to
t he owner of new notorcycles and all-terrain vehicles; and

(3) Failing to conpensate franchisees for the cost of repairs
effected by recalls.

Clainms nade by a franchi see for |abor and parts mnmust be paid

wi thin 30 days after approval. Franchisors nust conpensate
franchi sees for franchi sor-sponsored sal es or service pronotion
events, prograns, or activities.

Al'l clainms nust be approved or disapproved by the franchisor
wi thin 30 days after their receipt of an approved form contai ning
the required information.

FI SCAL NOTE: No inpact on state funds in FY 2005, FY 2006, and
FY 2007.

PROPONENTS: Supporters say that the Mdtor Vehicle Franchise Act
passed several years ago was very hel pful to auto deal ers and
believe that the bill will be just as hel pful to notorcycle and
all-terrain deal ers.
