This bill allows for reinbursenent equivalent to a pro rata
anount of a one-year registration fee of a biennial plate when
pl ates are returned before the year has passed. These pl ates
cannot be returned in cases of |license suspension or revocation.
FI SCAL NOTE: No inpact on Ceneral Revenue Fund in FY 2005, FY
2006, and FY 2007. Estimated Cost on Qther State Funds of
Unknown in FY 2005, FY 2006, and FY 2007.

PROPONENTS: Supporters say that persons who can no |onger drive
for various reasons should be allowed a refund on their biennial
registration if the plates are returned before expiration.
