SPONSOR: Jackson

COM TTEE ACTION: Voted "do pass" by the Commttee on Honmel and
Security and Veterans Affairs by a vote of 18 to O.

Subj ect to appropriations, this bill requires the CGeneral
Assenbly to encourage the devel opnent of veterans’ outreach and
education prograns which pronote the historical significance of
veterans’ mlitary service. The prograns nust be approved by the
Executive Director of the Mssouri Veterans Conm ssion and w ||
be conducted inside public schools, veteran ceneteries, veteran
homes, and other institutions.

The provisions of the bill will expire six years fromthe
effective date.
