Mission Aid Society which established a Mission School, Home for Homeless Children, followed in 1919 by a
fund to open a Convalescent Home for sick persons having no one to care for them; and

W her eas, on August 10, 1920, Christy Mansion was purchased for $15,000 with members of the

Ladies Mission Aid Society providing care for residents while their husbands renovated and maintained the
building; and

W her eas, Lutheran Charities Association, now known as Lutheran Senior Services, accepted

ownership and management of the Home in 1967 and moved the facility to Saint Joseph’s Convent on Laclede
Station Road in 1972 to allow room for independent living and assisted living facilitiesin addition to skilled
care; and

oriented history of the Lutheran Convalescent Home and to convey to its administrators and staff thislegislative
