Whereas, Judge Barton had  nurtured a very special relationship of love and devotion with other members of his family
who preceded him in death, including his parents, William and Lillian Barton, and his beloved wife of fifty-nine years, Olean Alverda

Whereas, honored by five governors with various appointments and awards, Judge Barton had the honor and privilege
of serving five consecutive terms in the Missouri House of Representatives, where he was the Minority Floor Leader during the 60th

Whereas, a practicing attorney for seventy-four years, Judge Barton was also a licensed minister with the Disciples of
Christ Christian Church and the holder of a real estate and insurance license; and

Whereas, Judge Barton's enviable and seemingly limitless list of achievement also included serving as General Counsel
for the Missouri Sheriff's Association and the Sheriff's Retirement System, and being a former member of the Missouri Joint Board for
the Interstate Commerce Commission, a member of the Missouri Bar since 1930, and a member of the Missouri Bar Association, Delta
Theta Phi, the Central Missouri Beekeepers Association, the Association of Retired Employees, the Central Missouri Citizens Band
Radio Club, the Missouri Ham Radio Operators Association, the Midwest Association of Railroad and Utilities Commissioners, the
Missouri National Guard, where he served as a Master Sergeant, and the Civil Air Patrol, where he was promoted to the rank of
Colonel and appointed as Legal Officer of the Missouri Wing:
