COW TTEE ACTION:. Voted "do pass by consent” by the Conmittee on
Health Care Policy by a vote of 10 to O.

Currently, health care providers are allowed to charge a handling
fee of $15 plus a fee of 35 cents per page to copy a patient’s
health care record. This substitute allows health care providers
to charge a reasonabl e cost-based fee and conditions the
furnishing of the records on the paynent of this fee. The fee

i ncl udes copyi ng charges of not nore than $17.05 plus 40 cents
per page for the costs of supplies and | abor, postage, and notary
f ees.

FI SCAL NOTE: No inpact on state funds in FY 2006, FY 2007, and
FY 2008.

PROPONENTS:  Supporters say that the bill will allow providers to
recover their |abor and postage costs associated with requests
for medical records. The fee is based on federal law, and the

| anguage is consistent with H PAA regul ati ons and the regul ati ons
of other states.
