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JOINT RESOLUTION

Submitting to the qualified voters of Missouri an amendment repealing section 1 of articleV of
the Constitution of Missouri, and adopting one new section in lieu thereof relating to
state court jurisdiction.

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives, the Senate concurring therein:

That at the next general election to be held in the state of Missouri, on Tuesday next
following the first Monday in November, 2008, or at a special election to be called by the
governor for that purpose, there is hereby submitted to the qualified voters of this state, for
adoption or rejection, the following amendment to article V of the Constitution of the state of
Missouri:

SectionA. Sectionl, articleV, Constitution of Missouri, isrepeal ed and onenew section
adopted in lieu thereof, to be known as section 1, to read as follows:

Section 1. 1. Thejudicia power of the state shall be vested in a supreme court, a court
of appeals consisting of districts as prescribed by law, and circuit courts.

2. Nocourt shall levy or imposeor order thelevy or imposition of new or increased
taxes, licenses, or fees of any description whatsoever .

EXPLANATION — Matter enclosed in bold-faced brackets [thus] in the above bill isnot enacted and is intended
to be omitted from the law. Matter in bold-face typein the above bill is proposed language.
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3. Nocourt shall order the general assembly or any elected or appointed officer of
the state or any political subdivision or governmental agency or authority to appropriate
or expend public funds except as expressly approved by legislation or the vote of the
people. This subsection shall not be construed to prevent the courts of this state from
declaringtherightsand obligationsof partiesunder duly enacted legislation appropriating
publicfundsor authorizingtheexpenditurethereof; nor shall thissubsection beconstrued
to prohibit the courtsfrom entering and enfor cing judgmentsconcer ninglawful contracts
or bonded indebtedness of the state or any political subdivision, agency, or authority
ther eof.

4. Nothing herein shall be construed to limit theauthority of the courtsto enforce
theprovisionsof article X, sections 16 through 24 of thisconstitution, nor toenjoin thelevy
or collection of illegal taxes, licenses, or fees or the expenditure of public funds not
authorized by law or contrary to law, nor to order reductionsin tax ratesin accordance
with law.
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
