and growth as a person, citizen, and leader; and

Whereas, Brittany Stack of Girl Scout Troop 383 has earned the highest achievement award in

Girl Scouting, the Gold Award, which will be presented to her on May 4, 2008, at the First United Methodist
Church in Sikeston, Missouri; and

Whereas, in her twelve years in scouting, Brittany Stack fulfilled all of the diverse requirements

for her Gold Award, including devoting herself to the many hours necessary for her Gold Award Project, which
consisted of creating nearly thirty wooden signs for fifteen activity stations, buildings, and other areas in two
camp grounds, using power drills, saws, other wood-working tools, and lots of paint; and

Whereas, Brittany Stack also designed a self-development plan that requires assessment of her

ability to interact with others and prioritize values, participation for a minimum of fifteen hours in a community
service project, and development of a plan to promote Girl Scouting; and

Whereas, officially designated in 1980 as the highest award in Girl Scouting, the Gold Award is

attained by only five thousand Girl Scouts annually:
