promote Girl Scout values to girls in kindergarten through the third grade, and enlisting the help of other troop members

Whereas, during the two-year life of the project, membership in the service area increased by eleven
percent; and

Whereas, officially designated in 1980 as the highest award in Girl Scouting, the Gold Award is attained
by only five thousand Girl Scouts annually:
