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AN ACT

To repeal section 115.199, RSMo, and to enact in lieu thereof one new section relating to

removal from voter registration records.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the state of Missouri, as follows:

Section A.  Section 115.199, RSMo, is repealed and one new section enacted in lieu

thereof, to be known as section 115.199, to read as follows:2

115.199.  1.  Each election authority shall remove from its registration records the names

of voters reported dead or adjudged incapacitated and shall determine the voting qualifications2

of those reported convicted or pardoned.  3

2.  Each election authority shall remove the name of any voter registered within its4

jurisdiction upon receipt of a written request from the voter that the voter's name be5

removed from the election authority's registration records.  No such request shall be valid6

unless the request is signed by the voter and notarized.7
