
HB 504 -- Statute of Limitations for Disciplinary Proceedings
against Certain Professionals

Sponsor: McCaherty

This bill specifies that no disciplinary proceeding against a
person or entity licensed, registered, or certified under Chapter
337, RSMo, regarding a licensed psychologist, professional
counselor, social worker, or marital and family therapist, can be
initiated unless it is commenced within three years of the date of
the occurrence of the act on which discipline is to be based.

The bill specifies exceptions to the limitation which include, but
is not limited to, fraud, deception, misrepresentation, guilt in a
criminal offense related to the profession, acts of violence, moral
turpitude, and sexual misconduct.

If the act on which the discipline or license refusal is to be
based involves a minor younger than 18 years old, an action can be
initiated until the person reaches 21 years of age if the agency
did not know or did not have reason to know of the act prior to the
minor reaching 18 years of age.
