
HB 1591 -- FIREARMS SAFETY TRAINING COURSE

SPONSOR: Brown

COMMITTEE ACTION: Voted "Do Pass" by the Committee on General Laws
by a vote of 13 to 0.

This bill specifies that the classroom portion of a firearms safety
training course will not have more than 40 students per qualified
firearms safety instructor.

PROPONENTS: Supporters say that this bill will help larger classes
be taught in one setting.

Testifying for the bill were Representative Brown; Missourians for
Personal Safety; and National Rifle Association Institute for
Legislative Action.

OPPONENTS: There was no opposition voiced to the committee.
