1/17 – First Property Tax Bill Heard by Committee 
Jefferson City – Property tax reform has been named a top priority by legislators this session, and members of the House Ways and Means Committee heard the first bill related to the issue this week.  

House Bill 1321, sponsored by Rep. Sutherland, would increase the income cap for the property tax relief program known as the circuit breaker. The program is currently available to seniors and disabled individuals who make $27,500, and this bill would raise the cap to $32,500 for a single person and $36,500 for a married couple. 

The bill would also increase the maximum credit amount from $750 to $800. Rep. Sutherland says he hopes legislators will consider increasing this amount even more as the bill goes through the process.
Rep. Sutherland says the bill would also allow assessor’s office to keep up with technology changes to do a better, more accurate job by extending the requirement that a percentage of property tax collections be put into county assessment.
The House Ways and Means Committee will meet again in the coming weeks to vote on this bill and hear others related to property tax reform.
