MO House Passes Right to Work Legislation
Intro:	The Missouri House of Representatives put its stamp of approval on a proposal aiming to attract new jobs to Missouri.  Jonathan Lorenz reports from the state Capitol on how some claim the legislation could pave the way to a bigger and better future.
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	Members of the Missouri House passed a proposal intended to make Missouri more attractive in the eyes of potential employers.
	Commonly referred to as right to work, House Bills one sixteen and five sixty-nine make it illegal for employees to be charged union dues as terms of their employment.
	Currently unions can charge fees to non-union members who fall under its collective bargaining agreement with their employers.
	According to the sponsor of the legislation, his bill is a priority for companies on the move.

	However not everyone supports the bill, some claim the legislation unfairly targets organized labor.
