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The Missouri House put its stamp of approval on a proposal changing the way Missourian’s vote at the ballot box.


The proposal requires Missourians to show a photo ID at their polling place before being allowed to cast their vote.

“We are just trying to let the electorate know, we are trying to do what we can to make sure that things are transparent, making sure they are legitimate and making sure every vote counts.”

Under the proposal individuals who do not have a photo ID will be able to receive one for no cost.


The proposal contains two parts, a House Bill which provides the language necessary for the ID requirement and a constitutional amendment which would allow voters the opportunity to change the state’s constitution to make the ID requirement legal.


However not everyone agrees with the ID requirement, one mid Missouri democrat claims the requirement plays politics with the ballot box.
