	“Regardless of medical procedure all patients are entitled to and should receive the best quality of care possible by health care professionals who follow proper protocol and safety procedures, ensure clean equipment, administer current unexpired medications and use current, unexpired medical supplies.”

	The legislation also requires the Department of Health to publish its findings following its investigations.
	However not everyone supports the investigations, some claim the legislation unfairly targets only one surgery center in the state.
