MO House Approves Border War Truce Proposal

Intro: The Missouri House of Representatives approved a proposal intended to end the economic border war between Kansas and Missouri.  Jonathan Lorenz reports from the State Capitol on how lawmakers from both sides of the aisle support the border war stand down.
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The Missouri House sent legislation to the Missouri Senate hoping to end the economic border war between Kansas and Missouri.


House Bill sixteen forty-six restricts the issuance of certain tax credits intended to attract Kansas companies to the Show-Me State.

“We’re not going to unilaterally disarm but we are holding out the olive branch and saying let’s stop playing this economic small ball, let’s create a business climate in the region that attracts more jobs back to the United States, back to the Midwest, back to Kansas…Kansas City, Missouri’s region.”

The incentive ban only takes effect if Kansas passes a similar piece of legislation.


If Kansas does not pass similar legislation, the proposal is void and the state will continue to offer tax incentives to qualifying companies.
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“If you are from that area of the state, you’ve seen the state… the businesses move, shuffle back and forth not creating any new jobs but at great expense to tax payers from both states.”

Lawmakers approved the proposal with more than one hundred fifty yes votes.
