MO House Approves Voter ID Resolution

Intro:
The Missouri House approved a resolution aiming to promote a proposed constitutional amendment requiring voters to show a photo id at the ballot box. Jonathan Lorenz takes a look at the hot button issue from the State Capitol.
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The Missouri House adopted a resolution re-writing ballot language for a proposed constitutional amendment requiring Missouri voters to show a photo ID at the ballot box in order to vote.


A Cole County judge ruled the ballot summary language unconstitutional but did rule the General Assembly could re-write the summary.

The sponsor of the resolution states the proposal is all about giving voters the opportunity to decide for themselves.
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“Let the voters decide, they’re the ones who we want to empower to be able to vote on whether or not they want to protect their voting identity with the simple use of a photo.”

However opponents don’t agree, they claim the resolution is a waste of time.
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“What this resolution is trying to do is fix the fraudulent attempt to continue to suppress voters based on a fraudulent argument that there is voter fraud.”

Despite objections, supporters claimed the resolution allows the question to be placed on an upcoming ballot.
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“This doesn’t implement a plan, this doesn’t put forth the statue that says well your ID has to be this way and you have to do it by this date that’s not what this is.

This is just asking the voters if this is how they want to be governed isn’t it?”

Lawmakers approved the new ballot summary along a party line vote with more than one hundred yes votes.
