MO House Sends Abortion Waiting Period Extension to Governor

Intro:
The Missouri House of Representatives truly agreed and finally passed legislation creating a seventy-two hour waiting period before a woman can receive an abortion.  Jonathan Lorenz reports from the State Capitol on how the controversial issue brought out emotions from both sides of the aisle.
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The Missouri House sent legislation to the Governor’s desk extending the waiting period required before a woman can receive an abortion.

House Bill thirteen-o-seven extends the waiting period from twenty-four hours to seventy-two hours.

Currently South Dakota and Utah are the only other states requiring a seventy-two hour waiting period.

“You get seventy-two hours this year, you are going to be back for ninety-six next year and you are going to be for another day the year after so at least I respect his honesty in that because this is about further restricting a woman’s right to make a decision about her body.”

Following emotional debate… lawmakers sent the legislation to the Governor’s desk behind more than one hundred ten yes votes.
