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Speaker Jetton’s Statewide Transportation

Tour Stops in Mid-Missouri
Jefferson City – House Speaker Rod Jetton’s statewide tour of Missouri’s transportation infrastructure made its first stop in Jefferson City today to get a closer look at current transportation projects and needs in Mid-Missouri.  The stop is one of ten planned for the tour which will visit each of the Missouri Department of Transportation’s regions during a two-week period.
The stop in Jefferson City was highlighted by a presentation by the regional engineering team on the status and outlook of the transportation infrastructure in the region. The Speaker also took time to visit some of the major construction projects in the area. Tour members visited the site of the Route 50 expansion that is part of the Smoother, Safer, Sooner Program. The $30 million project is over half complete and will provide 10.9 miles of four-lane highway from St. Martins to Route K, east of California. The Speaker also took time to visit the Route 50/63 City View Interchange Project. The $15 million project will improve traffic flow and safety along Route 50/63 and enhance local economic development.
“We wanted to get out and take a close look at what MODoT is up to and just how much work is needed to get our roads into the kind of shape that will make them safer and more convenient for Missourians,” said Speaker Jetton. “It’s amazing to see just how massive a project it is to build an 11-mile stretch of road and it is even more impressive when you realize how much of a benefit an additional two lanes of highway will be to the people of this area.”


Speaker Jetton announced his tour in November with the intent of getting a first-hand look at the transportation issues facing the various areas of the state. Transportation will be one of the focal points of the 2008 session and the Speaker hopes to use the information he gains from the tour to help in crafting legislative policy that will improve roadways for the people of Missouri.
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
