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Speaker Jetton’s Statewide Transportation Tour

Makes Stop in Kansas City
Jefferson City – House Speaker Rod Jetton’s statewide transportation tour wrapped up its first week of action with a stop in the Kansas City to view current and future highway projects in the area. This marks the sixth transportation district visited by the Speaker who is visiting each of the Missouri Department of Transportation’s ten regions during a two-week period.

As part of his stop in Kansas City, Speaker Jetton toured the I-435 / I-70 Interchange. This unfunded project has a price tag of $250 million and is designed to eliminate lane reductions both ways. The Speaker also toured the recently-completed Three Trails Memorial Crossing project also known as the Triangle of I-435 / I-470 / US 71. 


“This has been a whirlwind tour to this point but I’ve had the chance to get a closer look at the needs of each of the areas we’ve visited,” said Speaker Jetton. “Whether it was in Kirksville or here in Kansas City, we have a multitude of projects that have made dramatic improvements to the lives of the people who live in these areas. We also have a large number of projects that still need to be completed just like the I-435 / I-70 interchange and we have the task of figuring out how we’re going to fund these important projects.”

 
Speaker Jetton announced his tour in November with the intent of getting a first-hand look at the transportation issues facing the various areas of the state. Transportation will be one of the focal points of the 2008 session and the Speaker hopes to use the information he gains from the tour to help in crafting legislative policy that will improve roadways for the people of Missouri.
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
