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Speaker Jetton’s Statewide Transportation Tour

Visits Highway Projects in Northwest Missouri
Jefferson City – House Speaker Rod Jetton’s statewide transportation tour passed through Northwest Missouri today making several stops to view current and future projects in the area. The Northwest Missouri transportation district is the fifth visited by the Speaker who is visiting each of the Missouri Department of Transportation’s ten regions during a two-week period.
During his time in Northwest Missouri, Speaker Jetton took a closer look at the Atchison Bridge which spans the Missouri River. The two-lane bridge is currently in bad condition but is scheduled for repair and improvement. The Speaker also took the time to tour the interchange of Alabama Road and Route 59 in St. Joseph.


“With each passing day we’re seeing some of the amazing improvements that have already been made but also some of the severe problems we have yet to address,” said Speaker Jetton. “Projects like the improvements scheduled for Atchison Bridge are ones we have to move forward with as quickly as possible because the people of Missouri deserve roads that are functional and safe. We have so many projects that require immediate attention and the challenge is figuring out how to fund them in a way that is fiscally responsible and follows the rule of common sense.”
