
HJR 70 -- CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS (Davidson)

COMMITTEE OF ORIGIN: Standing Committee on Elections and Elected
Officials

Upon voter approval, this proposed Constitutional amendment
requires Constitutional amendments submitted by initiative petition
to be approved by a majority of registered voters. Registered
voters are defined in terms of persons allowed to vote at the most
recent general, municipal, or primary election proceeding the
amendment vote.

The resolution has ballot language proposed by the General Assembly
under Chapter 116 for submission to the voters.

This bill is the same as HJR 25 (2021).
